The Division of Education at Walsh University has four transition points in its Teacher Preparation Program:

1) EDUC 107

2) Teacher Preparation

3) Pre-Clinical Practice
4) Clinical Practice

Transition # 4
Clinical Practice (student teaching)

· Clinical practice normally occurs the second semester of the senior year.
· All grades of “incomplete” must be taken care of by the candidate BEFORE student teaching can begin.

· Students must maintain current background checks (BCI&I and FBI) during the entire clinical practice semester and through the licensure process.
· Students must attend the required weekly seminar class and may take one additional class during the clinical semester with Division approval.  Working on the night of seminar (this includes coaching) will not be an excused absence.  
· Student Teaching Abroad: Candidates must student teach for a minimum of 7 weeks in Ohio.
· The Division of Education understands that students need to work to pay for tuition; however, to have the best student teaching experience possible, we highly recommend scheduling job hours on the weekend.  Student teachers should use the evening hours to prepare for the next school day.  
· Students must pass the clinical experience and the seminar course with a B- or better to be eligible for graduation and licensure.
· The licensure application process will be explained to students during the clinical seminar course.  Students must be approved for graduation by the University, pass all of their required OAE tests, and have current background checks on file with the Ohio Department of Education to apply for a teaching license.

· A teacher education candidate administratively removed from his/her student teaching placement will receive a grade of “F” in Student Teaching and Seminar and may not register for the course at a later date.  The candidate retains the option to graduate with an Education Non-Licensure degree if he/she has met the degree requirements.
